RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO SIGN DAMAGE REDUCTION EASEMENT ALLOWING FOR BEACH REPLENISHMENT


WHEREAS, the beach in the Borough of Belmar is subject to constant erosion and degradation, thereby destroying a valuable natural resource and threatening the safety and property of the Borough of Belmar,


WHEREAS, The tidal surge associated with Hurricane Sandy has caused significant  damage to the recreational beach facilities along the beachfront as well as beach protection structures  along the entire Belmar oceanfront; and,


WHEREAS, As a result of this damage, the United States Army Corps of Engineers has developed a plan to replenish the beaches  along the coast of New Jersey; and,


WHEREAS, It appears that the entire coast will be covered by a Federal Grant that should  result in little or no cost to each municipality accepting this proposal; and,


WHEREAS, The proposal requires continued and permanent public access, use and enjoyment of the beach and ocean; and,


WHEREAS, Oceanfront property owners will have to grant access to the contractor to apply the sand; and,


WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council have consulted with the Borough Engineer and Borough Attorney and have decided that they agree to commit to this program as required;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Mayor and Council the Mayor is authorized to sign the Damage Reduction Easement in order to allow for beach replenishment.
