Zoning Review of Foundation Location  

This is a  point at which some  

homeowners generally have an issue…..  

 
If you have hired a  General Contractor, 

they will typically be responsible for  
coordinating all of the trades people 

and applying for all necessary inspec-

tions.  

 
However, if as a homeowner you are 

managing the project yourself, and 

hired your elevation contractor  
separate from your plumber, electri-

cian,  mason, carpenter etc.  separately, 

yourthen have to coordinate all of the  

inspections to move forward . 

Permit application will be accepted 

pending utility disconnects. Permit 

will not be released until all utility 

disconnects are submitted.
